On Tuesday, The Columbus Dispatch portrayed 70 million Iranians as
cockroaches.

The classic formula for propaganda to lead to a massacre has two parts. The
first is that the enemy is inherently evil. This is communicated by reinforcing they
are demonic, fascist, fundamentalist, etc. Second, this evil state is eternal. This
is accomplished by destroying hope with messages that the enemy has always
been evil and will always be evil.

We have seen cockroach war propaganda in Nazi Germany and many other
times in history. To highlight one, in 1993 the Hutu newspaper Kangura
published an article titled “A cockroach cannot give birth to a butterfly.”
Cockroaches are the mental image for inherent evil, an eternal state, and
hopelessness because a cockroach gives birth to a cockroach and always will.

The New Yorker magazine and other Teach Peace sources report Vice-
President Dick Cheney coordinated a media campaign for war with Iran with the
American Enterprise Institute, the Wall Street Journal, the Weekly Standard,
Fox, and newspapers across the country to start one day after Labor Day which
is the very day the above cockroach cartoon was published.
